	Oldbury Nuclear Power Station – The new Small Modular Reactor site was announced as Wylfa on Anglesey.  Councillor Riddle and Mr C Jennings have been speaking with Stephen Bray from Great British Nuclear about a joint Oldbury & Berkeley Forum.

Councillor Riddle is awaiting VAS data from December 2025, and has asked the police to come out again. Councillor Price felt that the speeding traffic has increased.  Councillor Phillips has a couple of volunteers who are willing to monitor traffic.

SGC’s Local Plan is with the Planning Inspectorate for review.  The examiner will determine which organisations and individuals will be called to give evidence at a series of public meetings sometime this year.

SGC Council Budget is due to be discussed at a full council meeting on 11th February. Councillor Riddle had not yet received an update on the car parking review, however he confirmed that the parking charges are due to increase from 70 pence per hour up to 80 pence – an increase of 19%.
Council Tax is due to increase by 4.99%.
Green bin collection cost to increase to £75 per year.
Councillor Riddle reported that less money was spent on highway drainage generally, but this has highlighted some problems.
The cost of the new A38 cycleway from Thornbury to Almondsbury is costing £30 million with an additional £5million for the Alveston Hill cycleway.

Councillor Riddle asked whether there was any feedback on the Your Voice Presentations which had been taking place around South Glos area – feedback he had received so far was that they were a waste of time.
